1	Welcome

The IPDA Secretary, Liz White, thanked everyone for attending.   

2	Minutes of the Previous Meeting held on 24 November 2017
	
The minutes of the meeting held on 24 November 2017 were agreed as an accurate record.

3	IPDA Reports

The reports of IPDA had been received and posted on the IPDA website for members to view prior to the meeting. 

3.1	Honorary Secretary’s Report (Liz White)
	The following key points were noted from her report: 
· Thanks were given to the IPDA President, Graham Donaldson, for his valued presidency over the last two years and attending the conference.  It was noted that it was the end of his two-year term of office.
· Thanks were also given to Coleen Jackson for the work she had done as Honorary Treasurer over the last five years and to Junnine Thomas-Walters for taking on this role.
· The IPDA aims had been revised and were available to view on the website.
· A three-year business plan had been created for IPDA under the chair of Alex Kendall. 
· IPDA Ireland was a new regional association.
· Caroline Daly and Aileen Kennedy had been awarded the title of IPDA Fellow for 2018 but as they were unable to attend this year’s conference their certificates would be presented at the conference in November 2019. 
· Two IPDA prizes were awarded to Vince Clarke and Tish Balfe for their outstanding submissions and they would be presented with their award at the conference dinner later that evening.
· Life membership had been bestowed upon Jim O’Brien for his six years of service as one of the Managing Editors of PDiE.
· Thanks were given to Ewan Ingleby for arranging book reviews and blogs on behalf of the International Committee.
· A risk register, privacy policy, code of conduct, house rules and complaints procedure are all on the website and the constitution had been reviewed to support the changes that had taken place within the association.
· Thanks were given to Netta Pickett and Russell Goffe-Wood for their support to IPDA during the year.
· She announced that this was her last year as Honorary Secretary but would still be actively involved in supporting the growth and development of IPDA England.

3.2	Treasurer’s Report (Junnine Thomas-Walters)
	The following key points were noted from her report:
· Online banking had been set up which meant quicker and easier payment of expenses and savings on postage.
· Spreadsheets had been set up to monitor PayPal fees and enable an overview of monies in and out of accounts.
· Payment by PayPal incurred a fee to IPDA which needed to be considered when agreeing fees for 2019.
· The following proposals were made for 2019
· To work on an updated expenses/ travel policy.
· To review PayPal costs and decide whether we can opt for an alternative cheaper option.
· Conference costs need to be reconsidered to ensure that it is cost effective.
· Need to have an agreement moving forward on how associations will receive financial support (possibly in discussion with the journals).
· Need to build in an administrative/service fee for those who pay for the conference and then need to be reimbursed (particularly when international payments are being refunded).
· For the Treasurer to have: 
· an overview of Association accounts twice yearly (April & November) 
· a record of the name of Treasurers for each association
· bank name, sort code and account number.

3.3	Membership Report (Netta Pickett)
	The following key points were noted from her report:
· There were currently 181 members.
· A group membership form had been produced specifically for Heads of Doctoral programmes at institutions to register their students for IPDA membership.

3.4	IPDA Cymru (Junnine Thomas-Walters)
	The following key points were noted from her report:
· Three professional development events had been planned, one had taken place in June this year and a further two were scheduled for December and January.
· The Howard Tanner Prize had been awarded to Kirsty Harris and Helen Lewis. Nominations were invited for 2019.
· She had visited Dublin with Alex Kendall to support IPDA Ireland in their first association meeting which had proved very productive.
· IPDA Cymru will host their #IPDAconversations event on 21 May 2019.
· IPDA Cymru now had 129 Twitter followers.

3.5	IPDA India (Balwant Singh)
	A plan of activities for the year 2018-19 report had been received as follows:
· One day Seminar on the topic “Role of Teacher Educators in the Changing Scenario of Education Policy in India” to be organised at Partap Ludhiana on 29 September under the chairmanship of Vice Chancellor, Panjab University Chandigarh.
· A meeting cum Regional Seminar to be organised on 14 and 15 October 2018 at HP University, Shimla, Himachal Pradesh State.
· Second quarterly meeting of executive committee on 9 December at DAV College of Education, Karnal in Haryana State.
· Annual Partap IPDA International Conference on 22-24 Feb. 2019 and annual meeting of all IPDA India members to discuss the budget for next financial year and plan the membership drive.

3.6	IPDA England (Coleen Jackson & Pauline Smith)
	The following key points were noted from her report:
· A new committee had been established.
· Two well-attended workshops at the University of Hertfordshire and University of Wolverhampton had taken place and more were planned for 2019.  Confirmation of these events would be posted on the IPDA website under the England tab.
· In order to remain solvent and promote professional learning the 2019 workshops would incur a small charge.

3.7	IPDA Scotland (Lesley Whelan)
	A report from IPDA Scotland had not been received.

3.8	IPDA Ireland (Fiona King)
	The following key points were noted from her report:
· IPDA Ireland had been re-ignited following a 6-7 year gap and had held its first meeting in September 2018. 
· A committee had been formed.
· A committee meeting was scheduled for January 2019 to plan the year ahead.

3.9	Professional Development in Education Journal (Ken Jones)
	The following key points were noted from his report:
· PDiE was now in the Social Sciences Citation Index which had a number of implications:
· It had increased the number of high quality international submissions 
· It had allowed editors to be increasingly selective in deciding which articles go for review and eventual publication.
· It had increased the number of articles that are not accepted for publication, many of which are of publishable quality.
· It had necessitated a review of the way the journal is managed.
· The journal encouraged proposals for Special Issues. Contact Ken Jones (kenjonespdie@gmail.com) for further information. 
· The modified T&F website was now fully interactive and had been very well received. Please encourage students and colleagues to access the web pages and to download articles for citation in their own work.   http://www.tandfonline.com/toc/rjie20/current.
· PDiE now had over 1600 followers and had tweeted over 2000 times. They tweet at least once a day every day and their aim was to have 1750 followers and to have tweeted 2500 times by the end of 2019.  IPDA activities, including the annual conference, are regularly and actively promoted through PDiE tweets.
· PDiE prizes had been awarded as follows:
· The PDiE award for best paper presented at the 2017 IPDA conference went to André Koffeman and Professor Marco Snoek.  To be eligible for the award for the 2018 conference, an extended draft of the paper presented at the conference must be submitted to Professor Ken Jones (kenjonespdie@gmail.com) by 17.00 Friday 21 December 2018. Full details of the award are available at http://ipda.org.uk/awards/pdie-best-paper-award/ 
· The PDiE award for the best paper presented at the 2018 ECER conference (Network 1) went to Hanan Ramahi.
· The PDiE award for the best article published in Volume 44, 2018 went to Mark Boylan, Mike Coldwell, Bronwen Maxwell and Julie Jordan.
· PDiE was grateful to over 90 reviewers but more were required and asked that members encourage suitable colleagues to review for the journal.
· He asked members to encourage students and researcher colleagues to access the journal and to cite articles in their own published works. 

3.10	PRACTICE: Contemporary Issues in Practitioner Education (Alex Kendall & Hazel Bryan)
	The following key points were noted from their report:
· The journal would be formally launched at a drinks reception at the conference on the evening of Friday 16 November.
· The editorial board has been meeting regularly.
· Submissions for the journal have been received and Volume 1 issue 1 and issue 2 are almost populated.
· Members of the Editorial Board have been acting as reviewers for the first cycle of the new journal.  The co-editors are grateful to all reviewers. 
· A list of reviewers beyond Editorial Board members is currently under compilation and the co-editors wished to encourage colleagues and their students to access the journal and to cite Practice articles in their work.
· A Special Issue has been planned to align with the theme of the IPDA conference which would facilitate on-going discussion and debate across the IPDA community.

All of the above reports were accepted by the attendees at the AGM.

It was requested by members present at the AGM that congratulations be recorded in these minutes to Ken Jones and the PDiE team for the achievement of the journal’s acceptance for coverage in the Thompson Reuters Social Sciences Citation Index (SSCI). T
