This presentation will take as its starting point the emerging challenges to the teaching profession as the nature and sites of learning undergo unprecedented change. This also implies a rethinking of what we understand by ‘leadership’ and what it means to ‘lead’ learning in classrooms, schools, networks and communities. References will be made to ground breaking international initiatives which are recasting the role of schools, teachers, pupils and external agencies. Drawing on three future scenarios questions for discussion will be: What are the most probable and desirable futures? What, in light of these are the implications for teachers and senior leaders and for pre-service teacher education and for continuing professional development? 
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
